	10.Indicative Content

· Explore with the learner major instrument groups such as:

· percussion e g  drums, bodhran, bongos, tamborine

· explore tuned and non-tune

·  wind e g  flute, clarinet, oboe, recorder 

· Strings e g violin, guitar, cello, viola, harp

2. Respond to short pieces of music played in different styles

· Encourage learner to: 

· tap, clap, slap knees, march to the music show pulse.

· Respond to short pieces of interest to learner and new  pieces of music played in a range of styles by clapping, using body percussion, slapping knees, clicking fingers etc,

3. Use instruments to create music

· Explore playing a range of instruments from instrumental groups

· draw on learner’s own musical experience/playing ability

· use instrument to create music/song, 

4. Differentiate between rhythmic and melodic patterns, e.g. getting faster or slower

· Identify the pulse of different types of music for example by using music with a strong pulse such as marching music, dance or a jig.  

· Explore dynamics raising an awareness of levels of sound, for example by identifying loud and soft sounds in pieces/vocally made and how it affects rhythmic and melodic patterns

· Explore tempo for example by  using different types of music showing  different speeds such as Irish music, pop, folk, world, classical, practice listening skills and moving to different music

· Explore duration for example by playing different instruments such as a gong/triangle for a long sound while wood blocks produce a short sound. Explore and identify duration of  silences

5. Use appropriate language to describe the pace and pitch of pieces of music

· Having explored musical language throughout the learning outcomes facilitate learner 

to use basic musical language to describe pieces of music

· Explore tempo for example by  using different types of music showing  different speeds such as Irish music, pop, folk, world, classical, practice listening skills and moving to different music

6. Identify music associated with familiar social, cultural and historical context

· Explore social, cultural and historical aspects of different types of music such as traditional, world, folk,  hip hop, dance, classical, pop music etc,

· Facilitate the learner to explore the social or community in which the music takes place e.g. urban/countryside.  

· Consider the cultural influences on musical styles chosen such as customs, beliefs, ideas of culture.  

· Consider the historical setting in which music takes place, by looking at what was happening at the time of music being create
